The primary purpose of a fire alarm system is to provide an early warning of a fire so that peapiératsl
can be evacuated andiacttaken to stop the fire as soon as possibleaccording to gredetermined plan.

Alarms may be raisetly automaticdetection devicesor manually by a person operating a manual call point
(MCP).

To ensure an alarm is dealt with in an orderly manibhés important to know where the alarmcisming from.
To aid this function, fire alarm systems are usually split aatoes each covering differentgeographicaarea
of a building.

When an alarm has been raised, the panel responds by indicatimn#(s) in which the alarm has occurred and
activating all relevant outputs (sounders, bells, strobes, beacons, relays, etc.) to provide a warning of the fire.
